Day 1 - Salt Lake City — Idaho Falls (9/24 - Monday)

Today your western adventure begins! Fly into Salt Lake City and meet your tour director at the Airport by 1:00pm.

Your expert guides will provide high quality optics to help you locate and view a wide variety of wildlife. Enjoy a picnic dinner as
the sun begins its slow descent, the best time of the day to view wildlife. Keep the cameras ready: elk, bison, moose, wolves and
bear frequently make an appearance in these areas at dusk. It will be a late return to your hotel after an unforgettable experi-
ence in Yellowstone.

Day 4 - Yellowstone - Grand Teton (9/27 - Thursday)

Depart West Yellowstone and return to Yellowstone National Park for another great day of sightseeing. First visit the
awe-inspiring “Grand Canyon of the Yellowstone,” with a chance to see both Upper and Lower falls, where the mighty
Yellowstone River has cut its way through sheer rock to cascade down hundreds of feet to the foaming torrents below.
